                                              SCIENCE FAIR UPDATE

   Your projects are due Thursday, Jan. 27. Projects must be all set up so that the judges may review them on Friday. Please drop them off in the Adult Meeting room as soon as you get to school. We will finish setting them up during your class time with me.

   Your project will be graded based on several criteria: scientific process, neatness, completeness, originality, and effort. Of these, the scientific process is most important. Be sure you have the following steps clearly explained on your project
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Check for spelling and grammar. It is a good idea to type out all of your information, and then carefully glue it to the backboard.  Neatness really makes a difference to judges - and your grade. Take the extra time to make this look super neat.

Purpose: What question are you trying to answer?

Hypothesis: Based on your research, what do you think will happen?

Materials: List everything you used .Use metric measures for amounts.

Procedure: Step-by-step directions that clearly explain what you did. Don’t copy this out



of a book—put it into your own words.

Data: These will be the results you observe and record. (Height of plants, time of       

                        reaction, etc.) Insert any charts, graphs, photos, or other forms of data.

Research: This is any information you had to look up in order to explain why something happened in your experiment.  

Conclusion: This should be the answer to your purpose.  It should also include why it happened. It is based directly on the results of your experiment. Be honest-if you didn’t get the results you expected, try to reason why you didn’t.

Any additional research or data that can't fit on your board may be placed in a report/journal for viewing

For judging purposes, all identifying items need to be covered. Your name and grade should be on the back.  
NOTE: You will be presenting your project to the class starting Thursday. This oral report will be based on an abstract (summary) of your project. This abstract is simply a paragraph (300 word) explaining your purpose, procedure, the results (data), and your conclusion.
